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The changes occurring in the child :

The child becomes a member of the Christian community. God's gift of Love is
bestowed upon him/her through Water and the Holy Spirit. The seed of Christian
Faith is implanted in his/her heart. The child is anointed Priest, Prophet and King
with Jesus Christ to carry out His mission.
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The responsibility of the parents :

it is the duty of the parents to create a loying and prayerful atmosphere at home
and teach the child to reach out to others. They should teach the child about the
Bible and the religion. They must come together for Sunday Mass along with their
children and send the chi|d'|‘ren regularly for Sunday School. They must inculcate
true Christian values in the child.
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The role of the Parents and Godparents :

a) Parents : _
In keeping with the age-old tradition of the Church, the parents joyfully bring the child
to the Church and promise Her that they will nurture his/her faith by their being good
witnesses of the Gospel values.

b) Godparents : '
In order to give an expression to their consent to accept the responsibility of nurturing
the faith of the child and to be the witness of the community, their physical presence at
the celebration of the Sacrament is vital.

The meaning of the symbols used during the celebration of the Sacrament :

a) White Garments : A
Asign of New Life and Holiness inspiring one to a life of purity, devotion and dedication.

b) Candle :
Representing the light of the Christ which enlightens every baptised person.

c) Oil:
It symbolizes the power and grace of the Holy Spirit poured out in the child to do good
works and live a devoted Christian life.

d) Water : .
It cleans the child from all sins and gives New Life in Christ.

e) The Tolling of the Church Bell :
In indicates that the church is filled with joy and happiness to receive the child in the

community of the faithful.
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The rules and regulations of the Church regarding the Sacrament of Baptism :

a) Itis recommended that the Sacrament of Baptism may be celebrated on a Sunday,
which is the day of the Resurrection of Jesus Christ, the givér of New Life.

b) Since the child is welcomed into the Christian Community, friends and relatives
need to be present for the celebraion of the Sacrament.

c) The age of the Godparents should be above 16 years and should be confirmed.
Since they will share in the responsibility of increasing the faith of the child along
with parents.
